Henry Carlson explained, by way
of introducing us to the audience: “In
our conventions and meetings we
never ask what church a man belongs
to.

That’s why
I love these priests and ministers, bus-
inessmen and young people, and ev-
eryone gathered here..Let us rejoice
together at what God is doing today,
for it is the most tremendous thing.”

Austria is a predominantly Cath-
olic country. Nevertheless it is no
stranger to the message of Full Gos-
pel Business Men’s Fellowship Inter-
national. Readers of VOICE will re-
call that in the November, 1969 issue
we carried the story of Dr. and Mrs.
Laurence Hammond who, without in-
tentionally setting out to do so, set
off a chain reaction that introduced
VOICE magazine to several  cities
and nations, among them being Vi-
enna. Because of some friends who
were studying music in Vienna, the
Hammonds have spent some time
there and have been privileged to
lead a number of souls to Jesus Christ.
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That was undoubtedly the reason
Dr. Hammond, in spite of having had
a nearly fatal argument with a whirl-
ing airplane propeller several months
ago, and the fact he had to arrive in
Vienna in a wheel chair, was never-
theless there with the 1972 airlift,
praising God that his life had been
spared and that his body was mend-
ing, and to joyfully greet some of
those who had been won to Christ
through their ministry.

Before we on the platform offered
prayer for Larry’s complete healing,
he wheeled himself forward.and wit-
nessed to the saving, keeping power
of Jesus Christ by saying, not without
a trace of his usual humor, “I’m one
of the few people in the world who
has ever survived walking into an
airplane propeller! One propeller
blade cut my hat off my head. The
second blade cut the coat off my
body. I found myself on my back
on the airplane runway with my left
leg and my left arm hanging by
shreds. I said, ‘Lord, if this is the
time for me to go to the kingdom,
I’'m ready. But if you have work for
me to do then give me an alert mind!’
A great peace came over my heart.

“A series of miracles -saved my
life. I lost almost all the blood in my
body by the time I reached the hos-
pital 35 miles away. All those 35
miles | was singing and praising God.
How wonderful that we can praise
God in unknown tongues. What peace

SIX SCRIPTURAL

Men still cry, “What must | do to be
saved?” The Bible provides a clear an-
swer. Here are the six Scriptural steps
which all must take to pass from death
unto life:

1. ACKNOWLEDGE: “For all have
sinned and come short of the glory of
God” (Romans 3:23). “God be merciful
to me a sinner” (Luke 18:13). You must
acknowledge in the light of God's Word
that you are a sinner.

2. REPENT: “Except ye repent, ye
shall all likewise perish” (Luke 13:3).
“Repent ye therefore, and be converted,
that your sins may be blotted out"” (Acts
3:19). You must see the awfulness of
sin and then repent of it.

3. CONFESS: “If we confess our sins,
he is faithful and just to forgive us our
sins, and to cleanse us from all un-
righteousness” (I John 1:9). “With the
mouth confession is made unto salva-
tion” (Romans 10:10). Confess not to
men but to God.

4. FORSAKE: “Let the wicked for-
sake his way, and the unrighteous man
his thoughts: and let him return unto
the Lord . . . for he will abundantly par-
don” (lsaiah $5:7). Sorrow for sin is
not enough in itself. We must want to
be done with it once and for all.

5. BELIEVE: “For God so loved the
world, that he gave his only begotten
Son, that whosoever believeth in him
should not perish, but have everlasting
life” (John 3:16). “If thou shalt confess

with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and
shalt believe in thine heart that God
hath raised Him from the dead, thou
shalt be saved” (Romans 10:9). Believe
in the finished work of Christ on the
Cross.

6. RECEIVE:. “He came unto his own,
and his own received him not. But as
many as received him, to them gave he
power to become the sons of God, even
to them that believe on his name”
(John 1:11,12). Christ must be received
personally into the heart by faith, if
the experience of the New Birth is to be
yours.
